The Club 
believes that it is important that members, coaches, administrators and parents associated with the club should 
at all time show respect, should be encouraged be open at all times, and to share any concerns they might have 
about any aspect of the Club with our appointed Child Safeguarding Officer 

At Supermarine RFC players are expected: 

• To attend regularly for training and matches. Target 75%. 

• To arrive in good time for each session. 

• To inform their coach if they have to leave before the end of a session. 

• To pay attention and participate fully in all activities. 

• To keep up to date with schedules and fixtures by consulting their coach or team admin. 

• To arrive with the appropriate kit for training and matches. 

• At matches to remain in team group when not on the field. 

• At matches to respect their opponents and their team mates at all times. 

• Always to play within the rules of the game. 

• To respect referees and other officials and their decisions. 

• To follow all guidelines laid down by the RFU. 

• To generally behave in a manner which brings credit to Supermarine RFC. 

• To pay any fees or dues promptly. 

• To ensure all players have the right to enjoy the game of Rugby.
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
